	Review of Bylaws and Policies and Procedures
	The following discussion took place using the consensus method of decision making and will be presented to the full Planning Council for review, revision, and approval.

PC-102 The Membership and Nominations Policy will be revised to reflect the following;

1-Regarding the reappointment of current members process; members will be contacted no later than two months prior to their term expiration date by Planning Council Support Staff. Or order to serve another term members must submit an updated application and conflict of interest form. They must also submit a letter of intent outlining their desire to continue their membership on the Council. This information must be submitted to Planning Council Support Staff for distribution to the Membership Committee no later than 30 days prior to the next regularly scheduled Membership meeting for review. The Membership Committee will have 2 weeks to review submitted material and may request an in person or telephone interview be scheduled during the Membership meeting with any member up for re-appointment. The Membership Committee may either submit candidates for reappointment to the full Planning Council pending all membership requirements are met, or decline members requests for re-appointment. 

2. As the full Planning Council has adapted to a grant year cycle of accomplishment, the Membership Committee will follow suit. Membership applications may be submitted throughout the year however interviews will be held once per year at the Membership Committee meeting in May. In order to interview potential members must complete the Ryan White Part A Planning Council online interactive training by no later than 5pm the day prior to their interview. This will allow potential members to be aware of the roles and responsibilities they are committing to, the functions of the Planning Council and the overall inner workings of the Las Vegas Planning Council and its Committees. Pending approval by the Membership Committee potential members are required to attend the following regularly scheduled Planning Council meeting in May. A slate of candidates will be presented to the full Council for approval and if potential members are present or have previously excused their absence with Planning Council Support Staff they will be up for approval by the BCC. If they are not in attendance or have prior approval their name(s) will be retracted. Approved members will then be sent to the BCC for approval in July/first of August. During their lag time they will be expected to attend the PS/RA process and complete the following online trainings; Robert’s Rules of Order, Nevada Open Meeting Law, and Planning Council Bylaws and Policies and Procedures Training. These trainings are expected to be completed by the beginning of the planning cycle in September/October giving members from May to September roughly 4 months to complete them.     

 Regarding Term Limits
1. Members may serve two consecutive terms, a total of four (4) planning cycles, whereas members will be required to take a one year, meaning one planning cycle break. They will be eligible to re-apply for membership, after a full cycle has passed, at the Membership Committee meeting in May.  
Regarding the Code of Conduct

PC-117 Code of Conduct will be adapted as attached. In the interm of an outside person being recruited for this position, the Executive Committee will review current members and appoint someone to serve in that position.

J. Klein-will contact the Law School and find out if there is a program training for Nevada Open Meeting Law. She will also contact David Parks regarding Robert’s Rules of Order. 

L. Olson-will also research if any trainings are available for these specific areas and discuss creating these trainings with any potential interns.

S. Streiff-will create the Ryan White Planning Council online interactive training outline and submit and update and outline to the Membership Committee by Tuesday, May 19th. 
Will also contact the education department at Social Services to discuss availability of these presentations including an ethics presentation.

Will email all Committees and inform them that an updated outline and plan for accomplishing tasks should be submitted to the membership Committee before their next meeting August 5, 2009.
