These priorities and allocations were the consensuses of the meeting. PS/RA members in attendance voted, all in favor, no objects, one abstention by J. Monteith, no further discussion, motion passed. 
During the discussion topics were discussed that require further research;
· Late stage diagnosis of Hispanics-regarding slide 15. There was an increase from 20% to 30% in Hispanic AIDS diagnosis from 2007 to 2008. Was this in relation to the syphilis outbreak? Are Hispanics being diagnosed at a later stage thus having AIDS as opposed to HIV?

· What are the underlying issues related to the death of PLWH/A? What did they actually die of and what are the trends related to their care, did they access medication and health care, did they have mental health issues? Identifying actual causes of death may help us concentrate our efforts by targeting particular service areas.

· The out of care population-at what point after they received their diagnosis were they able to accept it and get involved in care?
